
Park Tudor boys take state title  

Wins 3-2 over Bloomington South in final 

 

 

The Park Tudor boys' tennis team won the IHSAA state championship Saturday, with a 3-2 win 
over previously-unbeaten Bloomington South.  The win capped a 19-2 season for the Panthers 
and was the school's seventh boys' title overall. "My theme to the boys all year long was if you 
bring your work ethic everyday, and work hard to get better everyday, we can do this," said 
coach Dave Heffern.  The #2 doubles team of Sam Geier and Jack Miles was first off the court 
with a 6-3, 6-0 win, followed by Brendan Tannenbaum's 6-1, 6-2 win at #2 singles.  The title-
clinching third point came when Matt Neal and Derek Reinbold put away a 6-3, 6-2 win at #1 
doubles.  Bloomington's points came at #1 singles, where Ronnie Schneider beat Sam Miles 6-2, 
6-2, and at #3 singles where Kishan Shah defaulted after splitting sets with Clayton Fletcher 
(after the team win was clinched).  Park Tudor advanced to the final with a 4-1 win over Center 
Grove in one of the morning semifinals.  Bloomington was a 3-2 winner over Munster.  Watch 
for more coverage and photos in the winter issue of Indianapolis Tennis Magazine.  
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
