
Ram/Butorac fall to Bryans in quarters 

Chappell out in first round of Aussie Junior Open  

 
Rajeev Ram and partner Eric Butorac took the top-seeded 
team of Mike & Bob Bryan to a third-set tiebreaker in the 
doubles quarterfinals of the Australian Open before 
falling, 7-2.  The Bryans won the first set, 7-5, but Ram 
and Butorac came back to take the second, 6-4.  With both 
sides holding serve throughout the deciding third set, both 
were again on serve at 3-2 in the tiebreak before the 
Bryans won the final four points to advance to the semis.   
Meanwhile, Nick Chappell lost in the first round in both 
singles and doubles of the Australian Junior Open. Aussie 
Ben Wagland defeated Chappell in singles, 6-3, 6-1, while 
Chappell and partner Vladislav Dubinsky of Russia lost to the Czech Republic pair of Robert 
Rumler and Jiri Vesely, 2-6, 6-3, 13-11. (1-26-10) 
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
